Year 8 Enrichment Week - Timetable and additional information

I am pleased to be able to share with you a daily overview and further details of our Year 8 Enrichment week that

is taking place in the week beginning Monday 29th April. If you have any questions as this exciting week

approaches please do not hesitate your child’s class teacher.

Monday 29th April - Mud Trail

➔ Arrive at school as normal
➔ Leave at 9:30am and travel by coach to Dorset Adventure Park, near Corfe Castle.
➔ Wear old clothes and trainers to school that can be worn on the mud trail.
➔ The trail is extremely muddy and children will need to make use of warm ‘beach style’ showers. Children

must bring a towel and a change of all clothes, underwear and shoes. They should also bring a black bag
to store muddy clothes in.

➔ (Lunch is provided) Children must bring their own water bottles and a snack.
➔ Leave after lunch and travel back to school. Arrive back at school around 2:30pm and the school day will

end at 3:05pm as usual.

Tuesday 30th April - Bovington Tank Museum - School Uniform to be worn

➔ Arrive at school as normal
➔ Leave at 9:30am and travel by coach to Bovington Tank Museum arriving at 10:00am.
➔ Children should bring their own lunch, water bottles and a snack. (Pupils who receive FSM will have a

lunch provided)
➔ Activities: Tommy in the Trenches, First World War Tanks, Self-guided tour.
➔ Arrive back at school at 3:00pm and the school day will end at 3:05pm as usual.



Wednesday 1st May - School based History Day - School Uniform to be worn

➔ Arrive at school as normal. Children will complete three sessions looking at the events and people that
have shaped London throughout its history.
Session 1. Chronology of London
Session 2. Group research and presentations
Session 3. Create a board game.

Thursday 2nd May - School based Escape Room/Sport Activity

➔ Arrive at school as normal.
➔ Children should attend school wearing non-school uniform that is suitable for sport based activities.

Thursday 2nd May - Evening- Chitty Chitty Bang Bang - Southampton Mayflower Theatre

➔ Arrive at school for 5:15pm to ensure that coaches can depart promptly at 5:30pm
➔ Children do not need to wear their school uniform for this trip. However they should wear smart/casual

non uniform as they will be representing the school at a public performance.
➔ Leave Southampton at 10:30pm to arrive back to school at approximately 12:15am.
➔ Updates by text will be provided regarding our return arrival time.
➔ The school gates will be open to allow parents to park in the school car park.

Friday- School based Geography Day-School - Uniform to be worn

➔ Arrive at school as normal.
➔ Children will complete a Local study on Wimborne including a supervised trip into town to collect data.
